Elimination of Capital Tax by 2010: 
 

▪ Capital tax charged to everything a business owns 
(inventory, plant or building, machinery etc.) 

▪ By July 2010, a business with $25 million in capital 
(medium size business or a small manufacturer in 
your community) will save $45-thousand in taxes 
each year 

▪ Banks will save $90,000 to $135,000 annually 
 
Staged increase in minimum wage: 
 

▪ Lobbied effectively for a staged increase in minimum 
wage instead of an immediate rise to $10/hr 

▪ For every 10 full time equivalent staff members, 
your members will have saved a total of $78-
thousand dollars over three years 

 
Lower corporate income tax rates & elimination of small 
business clawback in 2010: 
 

▪ Small businesses will save $1000/year 
▪ Medium businesses will save $8000/year 
 
ONTARIO’S ECONOMIC FUTURE • OCC AGM CONT’D 
 
Three distinguished commentators discussed Ontario’s 
economic future and the global recession: 
 
Derek Burleton (Associate VP and Director of Economic 
Studies at TD Bank Financial Group) 
He indicated that, despite some continued negative news, 
fears of a global depression have subsided. Nonetheless, 
Ontario’s economic recovery is highly dependent on a 
stabilized financial system and economic recovery in the 
United States.  Mr. Burleton also indicated that the 
manufacturing sector in Ontario will greatly differ going 
forward and that Ontario will now rely more on other 
sectors that also have a great deal of value added. The 
recent Ontario budget, he added, announced significant 
changes that will make Ontario more competitive. 
Moreover, the projected budget deficits are not large 
relative to other jurisdictions and pose little risk as long as 
the government meets the projected repayment schedule.   
 
Finn Poschmann (VP, Research at the C.D. Howe Institute) 
He illustrated Ontario’s current and future competitiveness 
standings in relation to other jurisdictions. Measured by 
the marginal effective tax rate on investment, Ontario is 
among the least competitive jurisdictions and falls well 
behind the United States. Under a single sales tax, 
however, Ontario will be among the most attractive areas 
to invest in North America.   In addition to the current tax 
regime, Mr. Poschmann indicated that Ontario’s prosperity 
will be highly influenced by its demographics. Specifically, 
the participation rate of both men and women in the

REPORT ON SMALL BUSINESS SEMINAR•ACCESSIBILITY 
 
The Chamber of Commerce was pleased to partner with the 
Napanee BIA in presenting Yasemin Cohanin and Andrew 
Katz of the Moxie Foundation.    

 
Andrew and Yasemin spoke about the  
Customer Service Standard (Ontario 
Regulation 429/07), the first 
standard to be approved under the 
new Accessibility for Ontarians with 
Disabilities Act (2005).    

The compliance deadline for non-profit and private 
organizations is January 1, 2012.  Andrew and Yasemin 
highlighted the need for the legislation, some of the 
economic data and potential business and some of the 
requirements of the new standard.

ONTARIO CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AGM REPORT 
 
Shayne Smith, Immediate Past Chair of OCC provided an 
overview of the financial impacts of the advocacy work that 
the chamber network does in Ontario.  Policies that we 
have put forward will save your members tens of 
thousands of dollars.  Some of the highlights include: 
 
Lower Business Education Tax to 1.52% by 2014: 
 

▪ Ontario businesses save $540 million annually once 
it is fully implemented in 2014 

▪ 71% of Ontario communities currently have a higher 
industrial BET rate 

▪ 54% of Ontario communities currently have a higher 
commercial BET rate

risk to social and pension programs. This increased 
dependency on a smaller pool of labour, in Mr. 
Poschmann’s view, heightens the need for action by 
government beyond traditional means such as increased 
immigration.    
 
Matthew Mendelsohn: (Founding Director of the Mowat 
Centre for Policy Innovation at the University of Toronto) 
He presented a public policy perspective in assessing 
Ontario’s economic future. Using recent changes to the 
equalization transfers to Ontario, he highlighted significant 
improvements to provincial-federal relations. These 
changes, announced in the last federal budget, were very 
much needed as the program has in the past placed 
Ontario at a competitive disadvantage. As a result, the 
province has relied on higher taxes relative to other 
jurisdictions to fund programs.   Despite these 
improvements, he argues that the federal government 
should introduce more policies to assist Ontario – not 
because Ontario is unique, but because current federal 
programs were not designed to assist Ontario. Specifically, 
the employment insurance (E.I.) program and the 
equalization program need review and adjustments to 
support Ontarians. Finally, strengthening Ontario’s future 
prosperity, he argues, requires more control over its wealth 
and resources.
